In the early 1980’s, this group officially becanhe t
Mamou Cajun Music Festival On February 11, 1985,
this organization gained its non-profit status @smigora-
tion based on the premise that we would dedicate ou
selves to thepreservation of our Cajun culture and
heritage through our traditional Cajun music”. At the
same time, this event promotes the preservati@auotul-
ture by gaining the interest of our children, titezens of
Mamou, and the many tourists who visit out festivam
all over the world. Our organization takes prideha fact
we have been able to continue the traditions oftcalture
and have been able to provide a platform for maayit
tional Cajun musicians in our area, through whiayt
can gain exposure and compensation for their art.

In its present form, our organization has all velun
teer membership of 60 to 70 individuals from Manamal
the surrounding area.
